
Fort Settlement Middle School Dance Agreement 
 
To promote a healthy, safe, enjoyable evening for all students, the following procedures will be in place for all dances 
at Fort Settlement Middle School.  All students who plan to attend the dance must read, understand and sign this 
agreement.  Fort Settlement Middle School encourages parents to discuss these rules together with their student and 
retain a copy of this document for future reference. 
 
Tickets will be sold during lunch.  The first 400 students to purchase the tickets will be allowed to attend the dance.  
The dance will begin promptly at 7:00 and end exactly at 9:00.    
 
This dance contract is for students who are currently attending Fort Settlement Middle School.  The contract must be 
filled out completely and returned to the sponsor of the club/organization that is hosting the dance, prior to 
purchasing the ticket.  There will be no exceptions to this rule. 
 

STUDENT AGREEMENT 
 

I understand that dances are a school-sponsored event and a privilege.  I understand that all school rules will apply 
during the dance.  I agree to abide by the dance procedures outlined below.  If I fail to comply with these rules, I will 
become ineligible for admittance to future dances and other school sponsored events, including the 8th Grade End of 
Year Party.  I understand that the administrator on duty, reserves the right to deem which behavior is inappropriate and 
can ask me to leave the dance at any time without any warnings.  I also understand, if I am asked to leave, I will not 
be allowed to reenter the dance. 
 

 No outside food or drinks will be allowed at the dance other than those sold at the dance. 
 All students must follow the regular school dress code.   
 All shorts and skirts must not be above 3 inches from the knee.   
 No strapless shirts.  No spaghetti straps or straps thinner than the width of three fingers are allowed.  
 No sagging pants.  Pants/shorts must be pulled up to the waist. 
 All under garments must be covered at all times. 
 No cameras are allowed.  If a student has a camera the administrator on duty will confiscate the camera.  

The camera will only be released to the student’s parent during regular school hours. 
 No cell phones.  If a student is seen with a cell phone the administrator on duty will confiscate the phone 

and it will only be released to the student’s parent during regular school hours. 
 No inappropriate dancing is allowed.  Bumping and grinding are not allowed.  Dance partners must face 

each other and hands must remain above the waist at all times.  The administrator reserves the right to 
determine what is inappropriate.  If students are dancing inappropriately, they will be asked to leave 
immediately and will not be allowed to reenter the dance.  THERE WILL BE NO WARNINGS. 

 Students must arrive on time.  No student will be admitted into the dance after 7:15. 
 Students must be picked up on time.  If a student is picked up after 9:15 they will not be allowed to 

attend any other events throughout the year.  This includes the 8th Grade End of Year Party. 
 Once a student has left the dance, they may not reenter for any reason.
