New Start and Stop Times 
for the 2016-17 School Year 

In January of 2016, the Fort Bend ISD 
Board of Trustees approved the 2016-17 
District calendar that included 176 days of 
instruction and an additional 20 minutes of 
daily instruction at all levels. This calendar 
was developed with consideration of 
rules written by the Texas Education 
Agency to support implementation of 
House Bill 2610, which defines the minimal 
amount of student instruction by minutes, 
rather than days. HB 2610 also allows districts 
to build in up to two inclement weather days that do not have to be 
made up should Fort Bend ISD have to close school for bad weather or 
other unforeseen disasters.

Following the calendar approval, a team of District leaders collaborated 
extensively to develop a workable bell schedule for each of the three 
school levels that allows for more flexible student instruction, as well 
as adequate time for transportation schedules and to accommodate 
the teacher workday.
