Because this is a digital editing class, editing software will be a large portion of the class. Students will use PC computers. Each student must have a school issued login from the Fort Bend Technology department.

Class Expectations:
Students will be expected to cover school events before, during and after school. Each student will have notice prior to the event. Students will also be given a press pass when covering events. This will get the students into events without having to pay for them in order to complete their schoolwork. Press passes will be turned in after the event has concluded. Students will also use school equipment and must have an equipment form on file. Students must also exhibit good behavior while representing the journalism program. Failure to do so can result in removal from the course.

Class Fee:
There is a $25 fee for this class that can be payed online through RevTrac or in person with cash, check or money order. Online payments are preferred. This fee will cover their class t-shirt, fieldtrips and additional supplies needed for the class.
