Assignments, Absences, Makeup Work and Tardies:

1. Assignments will be collected at the beginning of the period of the due date.  

2. Late work will be accepted with a 10-point deduction in grade for each day late.

Safety Contract:

Also, all secondary students in FBISD must have a signed Safety Contract on file with the school prior to using any lab equipment. Students who violate the safety contract will be removed from the lab but are still responsible for the work!
