Course Description:

In this AP Pre-Calculus course, students explore all high school Pre-Calculus topics as well as advanced Algebra and Geometry concepts. This class requires students to demonstrate fluent understanding of concepts and procedures, reason abstractly and quantitatively to solve problems, communicate reasoning, model with mathematics, and evaluate conclusions. As in all advanced level courses, students are expected to complete work according to given timelines so they are prepared to move through the curriculum at the required pace. Students who successfully complete this course will be prepared for Calculus I.

Topics:
Semester 1:  Polynomial, Rational, (AP exam 30-40%) Exponential and Logarithmic Functions (AP exam 27-40%)
Semester 2:  Trigonometric and Polar Functions, (AP exam 30-35%) Functions involving Parameters, Vectors and Matrices (Not Tested)
Expectations for all students:
1.  Stay organized and keep all assignments and assessments.  If you think something has been graded incorrectly, show Mrs. Warren immediately.

Grading:  Daily (Test reviews, daily assignments, and quizzes):  at least 6 grades per term @ 50%

Progressive Testing:  For each term, first test grade can be replaced by second test grade if better and second test grade can be replaced by third test grade if better, but third test grade stands as is with an opportunity to retest for a max grade of 75.  Each consecutive test will be 1/3 previous test material and 2/3 current test material.
