Tests

Quizzes
You will be allowed to use your notes on all quizzes.  You will be allowed to make corrections to your quiz after it has been graded. Corrections will be due the next class day. You will receive half of the deducted points back for each corrected problem. You must show work to receive credit.
Daily work
Daily work grades will be based on completion.  You will be required to complete the work assigned and show all of your work in order to receive a completion grade of 100.  No late work will be accepted.  
Make-up work due to absences

If you are absent, then you will be held responsible for the lessons/materials covered on the day of your absence.  It is your responsibility to get all missed work and to arrange to make up any missed tests or quizzes.  You will have one week from your return to make up your missed work.
