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Behavior Expectations
· Be Responsible – bring supplies each day to class, be on time to class, no eating in class, no chewing gum, complete assignments (No pencil: 1st time – name written down, 2nd – email home, 3rd– no more borrowing)
· Be Respectful – refrain from blurting out your thoughts, raise your hand to speak/comment, be kind to others - face the person who is talking, stay seated while the teacher is speaking, refer to the Class Respect Agreement
· Be Safe –keep hands to yourself, keep aisles clear of items, and ensure nothing flies across the room.
