 Welcome! I am honored to have you in my classroom this year! I am excited to get to know you and start the learning. As always, we have a few things to go over before we get started.
Procedures:
Every day that you come into class, you should to pick up the materials you will need and be in your seat working when the bell rings. When you arrive to the classroom you should sharpen your pencils and get out your notebook. There will be a small assignment (Warm-up) on the board for you to complete upon arrival and while I take attendance. These may be used to engage you in the assignment, have you brainstorm, or to refine a skill we are practicing. As such, they may or may not be graded. Participation in these activities is required. You should not be running around the classroom and not doing the assignment. This is the expectation for when you arrive to class, not when the bell rings. You may not leave class in the first ten minutes or the last ten minutes. This is a DMS policy.
When we switch activities you are expected to move quickly and quietly into the next assignment. I will give a signal that I need your attention and the class should transition seamlessly.
When you hand in work, you need to have your name and period on the top of each page. Work with no name will be placed in a specified location. Please take care to ensure this is done for each assignment. Late work will be deducted 10 points per day up to 50 points.
When preparing to leave class please know that the teacher dismisses you, not the bell. If someone is giving an answer or working a problem on the board, we will wait until they finish. If we are having a discussion, we will not cut off the person speaking. I will take care to make sure we get the most out of each day and end on time. If we happen to go over, have a little faith in me, I’ll take care of it. You also need to be responsible and get to your next class as soon as possible.
Rules:
1. Follow the Respect Agreement that we have created in class.
2. Be respectful and courteous in ALL interactions.
3. Give maximum effort to ALL assignments.
4. Do not interrupt anyone’s learning experience.
5. As is to be expected, any offense deemed severe will be handled at the teacher’s discretion.
