Course: College & Career Exploration (Semester One/Two) Full Year Course
Courses Overview
High School Credit – 1.0 Credit
The goal of this course is to help students build career awareness and engage in deep exploration and study of the Texas CTE career clusters to create a foundation for success in high school, possible postsecondary studies, and careers. Students research labor market information, learn job seeking skills, and create documents required for employment. Students are encouraged to explore and participate in extended learning experiences such as career and technical student organizations and other leadership or extracurricular organizations.
Course knowledge and skills outline include but not limited to: 

· Analyze and discuss the initial results of the assessments.

· Explore and describe the CTE career clusters.

· Identify various career opportunities within one or more career clusters. 

· Research and evaluate emerging occupations related to career interest areas. 

· The student investigates educational and training requirements for career and education pathways in one or more of the career clusters. 

· The student is expected to: (A) research and describe applicable academic, technical, certification, and training requirements for one or more of the careers in an identified career cluster; and (B) use available resources to research and evaluate educational and training options for one or more of the careers in an identified career cluster
