COURSE DESCRIPTION: Health Science Theory is designed to provide for the development of multi-occupational knowledge and skills related to a wide variety of health careers.  This course will be taught through class lectures, independent online study, project-based learning, educational videos and movies, and classroom hands-on lab experiences. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS: 
This course is recommended for students in grades 11–12 and is healthcare and skills based. It is a prerequisite for other courses in the health science technology education program.

Class Presentations:  The ability to express one’s ideas in person is an essential skill of every health care worker.  To help foster good public speaking habits, students will be required to make presentations to the class at various points in the school year.

To prepare the student for the world of medicine, students are required to wear navy blue scrubs. Students will be required to wear the uniforms once a week.  Scrubs typically cost anywhere from $15-60. Students are required to wear their uniforms every Tuesday unless instructed otherwise by instructor. If scrubs are not feasible, student must come professionally dressed in business casual attire (i.e. No tennis shoes, sandals, jeans, etc.) If a student “forgets” to wear their professional dress, they will have until the Friday of each week for a chance to make up the zero for failure to dress  professionally for a grade of 50. No Vans, Crocs, Converse, Keds. Closed-toed tennis shoes only. If proper shoes are not worn, a grade of 75 will be given.  More information will be given in the first few weeks of school.

GRADING CRITERIA/TESTING:

Major and daily grades are worth 50% of the student’s overall grade in this course. 
  Semester Exams:	Semester exams are cumulative exams.  All information covered up to the time of the semester (final) exam is eligible for use on the semester exams.  
            Absences:	Student absences are managed in accordance with the policy set forth by the current Texas Education Agency (TEA) and Fort Bend ISD. If a student is absent, it is their responsibility to contact the teacher upon their return to school about any makeup assignments, quizzes, and/or tests that need to be completed.
            Late Work:	Students are strongly encouraged to finish all assignments/projects by the assigned due date. If an assignment is turned in late, 10 points will be deducted for the first day and 10 points each additional day the assignment is not completed. If the assignment is due on a Friday and the student does not bring it in until Monday, the student will receive a 20-point deduction.
       Participation:	This course is designed for students to gain an understanding of the healthcare industry. To accomplish this goal, students will engage in hands-on learning activities and scenarios. Student participation is a required part of the educational process for this course. The staff expects students to be actively engaged in meaningful participation in the activities developed for this course.
· Cheating/Academic Dishonesty: There is zero tolerance for cheating and academic dishonesty. Students will receive an automatic “0” if caught cheating. However, students can retest with a modified exam, with a maximum grading of 75.
