Cheating

· Austin High School values class and character, and Bulldogs do not lie, cheat, or steal.  Please keep in mind that academic integrity is crucial. Therefore, make choices with honesty and integrity and allow yourself time to do your work so you do not have to compromise your integrity.  High school is as much about implementing time management with discipline as it is learning about academics.  Both are valuable assets to your future success.
· Cheating includes letting others copy your answers on homework, classwork, or any other type of assignment.  Notice that there is a difference between supporting another student while doing homework and flat out copying their work.  Tutoring others is beneficial, but enabling a student to not learn by allowing them to copy your work is unacceptable. 

· Cheating is sharing test questions/ answers with other classes. Doing this compromises the integrity of the test .

· Cheating/plagiarizing includes not reading a book and solely depending on Sparknotes or other Internet sources as your means of thinking/analysis. 
· Cheating is taking pictures of other student’s work, the teacher’s power points, tests, quizzes, and then distributing to others and copying it as your own.  This is unacceptable and will not be tolerated. 
· Cheating is using your phone for answers when it is not permitted. 
· Also, remember that plagiarizing is copying more than three words of a scholar’s work and calling it your own.  To avoid this, simply cite the source when writing a paper.  But in timed writes, and short answers, your answers should be based on your own reading and analysis.  Being able to think on your own and having a creative voice in your writing is invaluable.

Attendance and lateness----AHS English Department Policy for Late work

· Late Work: Daily Grades and Major Grades with assigned due dates

1. In order to create an expectation of accountability consistent with FBISD’s “Profile of a Graduate”, we expect students to turn their work in a timely manner. The late work policy at Austin High school is currently under review to reflect these expectations. In the English Department, the revising and editing process is an essential skill and all drafts and papers, will be subject to alternate deadlines and consequences as failure to have your draft can disrupt the learning process. 

· Drafts/writing process -50 points 1 day late

· Daily Grades – homework/ classwork

· 15 points per day

· Major grades – papers and projects

· 1 day late -25 points

· 2 days late – 40 points
· Make-up work is to be completed in a timely manner. With an excused absence, a student has the same number of days to complete make up work as he or she missed from school. It is your responsibility to consult me at the appropriate time (before or after school). Check my website for daily activities. 
· Be sure to retrieve any handouts from the makeup folder and turn in work due on the day you were absent to Ms. Clendenin. 

· Make up tests/quizzes will be given before or after school, by appointment only.
· If you are able, feel free to communicate with me via email if you are absent in order to receive the assignments.
· Students should request makeup work before or after school. Not during class.
Cell Phone/ Tablet Policy

· The students may use their cell phones/ tablets in class at my discretion. Should a student be using it during an unauthorized time, they will receive one warning and then the phone will be taken up. There will be no charger usage allowed in the classroom. 
Grades

· Your grades will be determined by your major tests, notebook checks, journal, papers, homework, and class participation. Assignments will be graded, entered and returned to the students according to their weight. Daily grades= 5 business days  Timed writings= 10 business days  Essays= 15 business days 
· My grading scale is as follows.

Tutorials/Make Up Days

· Will be before school Thursdays @ 6:45-7:20 in S3 and after school Wednesday and Thursdays 2:50-3:30 in S3. If you cannot make these days you need to let me know 2 days in advance so I can make arrangements.  
Retest/ Revision Policy

· Retest

· If a student makes below a 75 their test they have the option of taking a retest. The student will be given one week to attend a tutorial session and take the retest. The teacher will give you those dates. The student must come to the tutorial session with questions. If a student fails to attend the tutorial they will not be able to take the retest. The highest grade possible for a retest is a 75.

· Essay Revision
· If a student fails an essay with a 69 or below, they may come revise the paper and have the ability to receive up to a 70 on the corrected work. The student would be required to conference with the teacher before revising their essay.

Major Grade/Paper Late Work Policy
