Spanish Class Expectations and Set-Up

A. “How to make the grade”

The grade you earn each nine weeks (quarter) will be based on the following high school system:
· Major grades (50%):  Performance Assessments (oral and written), major tests, projects.

· Note for Students taking a World Language course (ASL, French or Spanish) may retest students if they score 74% or below on a major assessment.  In order to retest, a student must attend a tutorial session(s) to complete the approved remediation activities before retesting can occur.  At this tutorial session, students must come prepared with notes, completed homework/classwork, and specific questions, and be ready to address the areas of weakness with the teacher.  The remedial tutorial session and reassessment must occur within one week of the original major assessment grade being returned.  75% is the maximum score that can be earned on a reassessment.   Students are allowed only one opportunity to retest per major assessment.  A variety of evaluation methods will be used on retests and will be determined by the teacher.
· Daily grades (50%):    Daily homework, class participation, speaking, listening practice, on-line practice, topical quizzes, etc. (Your quizzes will count double ~ as two daily grades.)

*Per school policy, a zero is given to a student when there is evidence of cheating.  A zero will also be given for the misuse/abuse of on-line and electronic translators on assignments.
Homework:  Homework will be assigned regularly and it will give you the opportunity to practice what you have learned in class.  It should be completed before class and it will be checked.  No credit given for late work!  “Just do it!”

2)   On-line tutorials:  www.phschool.com; use the web codes (listed in your textbook) for additional exercises and reviews.  Your web code will always begin with jcd - ####.  The first 2 digits represent the chapter and the second two digits represent your exercise number.   Also see www.studyspanish.com or www.quizlet.com
3) Spanish National Honor Society (SNHS):  The honor society offers one-on-one peer tutoring for students in levels 1-3. Participation and Speaking:  Participation will help you improve your skills and will make the class more fun!  This grade is based on your preparation for class and your participation during all activities, while demonstrating respect for and cooperation with the teacher and other classmates.  
Attendance:  You are responsible for making-up work missed due to an excused absence (as outlined in the AHS handbook).  Please inform me in advance of anticipated school-related absence and get assignments in order to stay on track and then schedule a date to make-up exams and quizzes.  If you are absent without anticipation (even for one day), please email me to inquire about the day’s activity and homework or assessment.  
B:  Environmental Expectations and rules:  

1) Be Respectful of Yourself, Others, (adults and peers) and all property.  Learn and let others learn.  Follow the classroom rules:
a.) Be on time (in your assigned seat) with all your materials when the bell rings and remain in your seat until the dismissal bell rings.  (No “packing-up” early.  No standing by the door!)
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Raise your hand to participate and ask questions during class time.  Do not talk while the teacher addresses the class, speaks with a visitor, answers an intercom call, etc., or while another student is addressing the class or the teacher, or during announcements (or even during fire drills).

Speaking, writing, listening, performing are all required for success in a world language classroom.  Always try with your best and honest effort on in-class or homework assignments and be supportive of other’s efforts.

4) Practice Good Citizenship:  You are responsible for your behavior and its consequences!  Know and follow all classroom, AHS & FBISD rules (including classroom behavior, make-up work, tardy rules, dress code, prohibited items, etc.)
