Description:

The focus of this course is on studying and understanding human behavior. Students will explore approaches to psychology, the workings of the mind and body, the learning and cognitive process, psychological disorders and social psychology.
In Class: 

Students will have daily warm-up activities. Notes will be taken regularly and should be reviewed at home every night.  Quizzes should be expected at any time over the contents of the book, notes, discussions, and homework. A binder with dividers is suggested for this class. 
Assignments/Homework:

Students should be reading their notes and handouts at home in order to be prepared for the next day’s lesson. Homework will average two times a week. 


Major Projects will be accepted any day before and on the “last day” due. Projects 


will NOT be accepted after the last day due. NO EXCEPTION


Late Work: Student late work will not be accepted. Work is late if it is in their 
locker, at home, or anywhere but in class.
Optional Assignments: During the nine week period, students will be offered optional 
Absences:

It is the student’s responsibility to obtain make-up work/notes/tests, NOT THE TEACHERS. Students must collect make-up work or complete make-up tests/quizzes on the day they return to school. If a student is absent on a test day, THEY WILL MAKE UP THE TEST ON THE NEXT DAY on their own time!! Work assigned prior to an absence is due when the student returns.
*Any student missing class for extracurricular activities must make PRIOR arrangements with the teacher for work they will miss.

Supplies:

The students should come to class, prepared with all necessary supplies. The student is responsible for having their notebook, paper, and a writing utensil in class everyday.

*I suggest the student keep a binder with four dividers labeled:  notes, homework/ worksheets, quizzes and reviews.
Classroom Expectations:

The student is expected to be in his/her seat when the tardy bell rings.

The student is expected to be seated and listening when the instructor is speaking.

The student is expected to be on task and engaged in classroom activities.

The student is expected to raise their hand to speak in class.
