Expectations for all students:

Be willing to work with other classmates, but do not copy or cheat. Do your own work, and show work on all
assignments to receive full credit. Also, write your name on the top of all assignments (DEDUCTION for no
name).

Stay organized and keep all assignments, especially all graded assignments. Keep track of your own grade and
calculate your own average on a regular basis. If you think something has been graded incorrectly, show your
teacher immediately, write down what you think is wrong, attach your comments to the graded paper, and leave
both with your teacher.

In addition to checking your calendar, pair up with a student to get his/her phone number to find out what you
missed if you are absent from class.

Take responsibility for getting any necessary papers and/or assignments. Arrange a time with your teacher to
make up the work. If you are going to be absent for a school activity, you are expected to get assignments
ahead of time and be ready to continue with the class when you return.

Testing Policies:

During a test, if an electronic device or a phone is found in your possession, no matter if it is on or off, you will
receive a zero on the test and the device or phone will be taken up, and you must see the Assistant Principal to
get it back. Before the test, you will have the opportunity to turn off all electronic devices and put them with
your belongings.

Backpacks and purses must be placed at the front of the classroom before a test, and may not be retrieved until
everyone is finished with the test.

If you were absent during a test/quiz, you must make up the test/quiz (before or after school) as early as
possible.

If you look at another student’s paper during a test you will receive a zero — this is cheating. If you look at
unauthorized materials during a test you will receive a zero — this is cheating.

Only school-issued calculators may be used on a test.

Grading:

Grading procedures follow the district guidelines which require at least 3 major grades (50%) and at least 11
daily grades (50%) each 9-week grading cycle. Daily work may include quizzes, in-class assignments, and
journals.

Expect grades to be updated each Monday, this gives me the weekend to "catch up" on grading if
something comes up.
