Test/Quiz Policies: 

· Before a test/quiz, you will have the opportunity to turn off all electronic devices and put them with your belongings.  During an assessment, if an electronic device or a phone is found in your possession, no matter if it is on or off, you will receive a zero on the test/quiz.  
· Backpacks and purses must be placed in a designated area of the classroom before an assessment, and may not be retrieved until everyone is finished. 
· If you were absent during a test/quiz, you must make up the test/quiz (before or after school) as early as possible.
· If you look at another student’s paper during an assessment you will receive a zero – this is cheating.  If you look at unauthorized materials during an assessment you will receive a zero – this is cheating.
