In Architectural Design pathway, students gain knowledge and skills specific to those needed to enter a career in architecture and construction or prepare a foundation toward a postsecondary degree in architecture, construction science, drafting, interior design, and landscape architecture. The Architectural design pathway includes the knowledge of the design, design history, techniques, and tools related to the production of drawings, renderings, and scaled models for commercial or residential architectural purposes.
This course is recommended for students in Grades 10-12. 
Recommended prerequisite: Algebra I, Geometry, and Principles of Architecture & Construction.
This course offers you the opportunity to earn Official Certifications, I strongly recommend you to work hard and get them; they will mean a lot on you Resume once you graduate.

Requirements:
