Semester Exams are cumulative assessments and are 15% of the semester grade.
All notices of major grade assignments will be posted on my webpage two weeks in advance.  Students will also get notice in the classroom one week prior to the major assessment.

RETEST POLICY

All students will have the opportunity to be reassessed if he/she make a grade below 75 on any assignment that counts as a major grade.  However, the opportunity may not take place during the regular instructional day, so parents will have to make arrangements to pick up their child.
In FBISD there are two options that may be used to be in compliance with the retest policy: retesting and progressive testing/cumulative testing.  For this course, the method of retesting will be through progressive testing/cumulative testing.  This option allows students to re-test non-mastered objectives by including the material in the next comprehensive examination.  The comprehensive examination should include non-mastered objectives from the initial test and new objectives. The grade made on this exam will substitute the initial grade. The progressive testing cycle ends with the last test of each quarterly grading cycle; thus, the last progressive test of the cycle will stand.

To prepare the student that did not demonstrate mastery on an initial test for the cumulative test, re-teaching will occur either at the independent practice or assessment level.
MAKE-UP WORK POLICY
A designated area in the classroom will be clear to all students to ensure they get the work missed due to an absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to pick up the missed work.  The due date of the assignment will be provided to the student.

LATE WORK POLICY

Students will be allowed to submit late work but no more than three days after the assignment is due.  However, for each late day, the student’s grade is reduced by 10 points.
