Welcome to Spanish 1!  I am glad you have chosen to take Spanish for your world language elective. Throughout the year, you will be acquiring and improving new skills in listening, reading, writing and speaking Spanish.  In addition, we will be exploring cultures of the Spanish-speaking world.

The course will be conducted as much as possible in Spanish so that you will become comfortable hearing and using basic forms of the language. Since interaction using the language is an important learning element, you will often work with your classmates (and be able to get to know them better by sharing information about yourself) in Spanish. Most importantly, you will begin your journey towards learning a second language, giving you a multitude of opportunities in the future!  

In order to make this a successful year, it is important that you understand the following classroom procedures, and that you agree to follow the outlined expectations.  Please read the following expectations very carefully, sign the agreement, and have your parent or guardian sign it.  You will need to return the signature page by Thursday, August 22, 2019.     




Spanish Class Expectations and Rules
1) Respect; self, others, and all property.  Learn and let others learn.  Follow the classroom rules:
a.) Be on time and with all your materials.  Be in your assigned seat when the bell rings and remain in your seat until the bell rings.  (No “packing-up” early.  No standing by the door!)
b.) Raise your hand to participate (“wait your turn”) and ask questions during class time.  No talking while the teacher addresses the class, speaks with a visitor, answers an intercom call, while another student is addressing the class or teacher, or during announcements, etc.
c.) Raise your hand if you need to leave your seat. No walking around the classroom without permission.
d.) Turn-in all assignments on time and when requested.  Daily homework is due in the “green basket” as you arrive to class and before the tardy bell rings. 
e.) Keep your hands and feet to yourself.

f.) Never throw objects to your classmates. 
g.) PROHIBITED:  GUM - Candy/food and drinks, all electronic and wireless devices unless they are part of the lesson. 
2) Practice exemplary CITIZENSHIP: Know and follow all classroom, GMS & FBISD rules (including basic acceptable behavior and language, dress code, attendance, and make-up work) and practice common courtesy and manners.  You are responsible for your behavior and its consequences!  Positive choices = Positive results       Consequences for failing to follow the rules or display mannerly behavior:

Grading per 9-weeks (minimum):

 Major grades:  50%   Tests, oral presentations or interactive assessments, projects, etc.

 Daily grades:   50%   Homework, daily assignments / participation, quizzes, etc. 

Homework:  Homework will be assigned 2 to 3 days a week. This will give your child the opportunity to practice what you have learned in class.  It should be completed before class and it will be collected and checked in class.      Late work policy: -10 points for each day it is late.
Expectation for returning Assignments: Students are expected to submit assignments on the day specified. Missing assignments will be accepted late but they will have points deducted from the grade. 
Participation:  Participation will help you improve your skills and to make the class learning fun!  This grade is based on your preparation for class and your participation during all activities, while demonstrating respect for and cooperation with the teacher and other classmates.  
	Cheating: Will not be tolerated, and will be written up. The zero will remain.


Re-testing opportunities to students who have scored 75% or less on a major test.  In order to retest, a student must attend a tutorial session to complete the approved remediation activities prior to retesting.  At this tutorial session, students must come prepared with notes; completed homework, class work and specific questions, and be ready to address the areas of weakness with the teacher.  The remedial tutorial session and reassessment must occur within one week of the original major test being returned.  75% is the maximum score that can be earned on a reassessment.   Students are allowed only one opportunity to be reassessed per major test.  A variety of evaluation methods will be used on retests and will be determined by the teacher.
Absences and Make Up Work:
You are responsible for making-up missed work due to an “excused absence.” It is the responsibility of the student to approach the teacher and ask for all missed assessments upon return.
