History – Special Topics/Genocide
Group Assignment:  Genocidal Event Project
The purpose of this assignment is to understand the characteristics of genocide and apply them to events.  This allows you to determine if and event was genocide and explain why it falls into the category of genocide.  Further, you will use the stages of the Holocaust to show how the event progressed.  This will make it more ‘real’ to you.  

You will be assigned a group.  Each group will choose one post-WWII genocide event to thoroughly analyze.  You will analyze the event in all of the following ways: 
1) Define genocide & show how the event fits the definition of genocide.  
2) Explain the basic background of event:  Who was involved?  What was the history that got them to that point?  Were other countries involved?  Why was there such a high level of hatred?

3) Who were the leaders of each event?  Why were they important?  What was their background?  
4) How did they convince others to believe their hatred?  What forms of propaganda did they use?  Where did they use propaganda?  How did they use it? Who/what groups did propaganda target?
5) What laws were put into place to limit the rights of the “under” group?
6) Provide a detailed summary & explanation of the genocide.  What happened?  Who did what happen to? Where did these things happen?   When did the events happen?  How did they happen? 
7) Did anyone resist?  How did they do so?  
8) Did rescue occur?  How were people saved from these atrocities? 
9) How did it end?  Who was involved in ending the event?  When did it end?  Why did it end?  How has this effected the country today?
10) What is justice for this event?  What forms has justice taken?  Is it over or ongoing?
Your group will be given an entire class period to present your findings
Presentations can be done in many ways.  It can be done using technology in a traditional presentation.  Various forms of art can be created and presented as part of your presentation.  Short, under 10 minute, film clips can be used to illustrate the event.  In short, feel free to be creative.  Your group has the entire 50 minute period to educate us about your event.  You are the voice of the persecuted.  Do not waste this opportunity!!
