e The Gifted and Talented program offers courses in English, Math, Science, Social
Studies, Foreign Languages, and Fine Arts.

e Dulles has been home to the FBISD Math & Science Academy since 2010. Bringing
students that are interested in mathematics and science together from all parts of
FBISD allows us to offer a unique high school experience where students have access to
math and science curricula typically not available until the university level.
