* Formal dress
— Tuxedos preferred
— Dark suits acceptable
* Pants must be worn at the waist
— No sagging

— No undergarments showing




GIRLS DRESS CODE

Formal dress

Length: dress hem or slit may not be shorter than
mid-thigh when arms are raised

Neckline: front of dress should not dip lower than
cleavage

— Cleavage should not be visible. A mesh panel may be

sewn into cleavage to make dress appropriate

Back: Open-backed dresses may not dip lower than

natural waist
Side: Must not expose any cleavage

Midriff: A maximum exposure of TWO INCHES
will be allowed

— Belly buttons should not be exposed
