Thank you, Cindy. Thank you for being here and I'm glad that we have you and I hope you can keep coming to these trainings because they're very, very good for parents.
Actually, this training is for parents and I'll give you information a little bit about what we do. Partners Resource Network. We are a non-profit organization. We are federally funded through the Department of Education. Our main goal is to work with.
Parents that have children with special needs and other healthcare conditions to help them to navigate the special education process. All the services we provide are free for parents. We have different trainings on different topics and you can access our website.
That's why we send you this kind of registration, we call it signing form because that's that's what we keep keep us getting our grant every five years.
So we have to report people, I mean the parents that we speak every day and how many parents we trained. So that's why we're here. And the class, the training or the class that we're going to have today is about transition to adulthood and what you as a parent need to know.
About this transition for your child, the this workshop will talk about the IDEA requirements and also what a student needs to know and be be prepared to leave high school because that's the main biggest.
Transition for a child. So for our children with special needs that is a little bit more complicated. So it's that's why it's important for us to plan. We will cover import important aspects of transition planning and we will discuss what IDEA the.
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act requires in order to transition when the transition is happening. Next slide.
Cindy will help me to move the slides because I was for some reason I was not able to do it well. So, but I mean, I think it's going to work. OK, considering ID IDs.
IDA's definition on transition. Preparing a child with a disability to perform functionally across the different areas and activities may involve different things to consider so.
That's why IDI IDEA requires these transition services and start planning when they're are younger. So what we have to consider is activities.
In different areas and also they will focus on results. Activities must address the child needs. It depends. Every child is different, so they have different needs, so it has to be a plan.
Just the sign for each one of them. Like I said, all of them are different and they have to plan their transition according to their needs. Next slide, Cindy.
Student at the heart of the transition IDEA 2004 requires that the student with disability may attend these are meetings. It's very important that your student attend the meeting because they have to talk about their own needs.
Needs and the the school may discuss your child needs and of course they can give information of what about what they want to do and all that. So that's why it's important that they attend those meeting and is required by IDEA.
So they will discuss different planning, for instance, education, training, employment, independent living. So, but we're going to talk about that later in the next slides.
So let's move to the other one.
OK, so um.
Breaking the law, I mean these portions of the law into a component part is useful. It's a useful way to see what must be included in an IEP. Do you know what is an IEP? I hope you know at this stage.
Of these your child's education that you know what is an IEP and those are goals that are designed for them.
Regarding his or her education. So these four steps are very good to know. So the first one is that post-secondary goals must be appropriate and based on their child.
Transition assessment results and this result, this assessments must must include those things here, training, education, employment, independent living skills when it's appropriate and also transition services.
Courses available for them. So when you are in your when you are getting those meetings with your child in the art committee, it's important for you to discuss all these services with them because.
They are the professionals. They have a professionals on transition and they can provide very good information to you. Transitions. Transition services for students are services that the student needs.
Um.
To assist him or her to reach their post secondary goals. So This is why it's important to know that we have to use our IEPS, our children, our or our students IEPS to make these goals, to have these goals on transition.
Next slide.
Adult services, what and where we can get this information. Remember the school, they can provide you a lot information about different resources and in the community or even in the school they can provide.
You with the information that your child will where your child can receive services. We have for instance this information here like the vocational rehabilitation services.
This is a program that is designed for students with special needs and they help them, you know, to understand or to take some courses vocationally services.
And learn, you know, to do something that they would like to do. State agencies operating for individuals with intellectual disabilities. You must you must learn about those organizations that are in your areas.
I will say something like here in Houston we have the Uh Harris Center. I know in your area which is Fort Bend is Texana. They uh provide good services too and all the time.
You have to be aware that you can invite these people to attend those meetings with you. Actually the the school provides you with their information so you can invite them to the transition planning meetings. So it's important that you know this and you can also contact the contact.
But I mean, you don't have to wait that the school to do in contact with them. You can reach out to them anytime. We have also independent living centers in Houston. There's several.
The one I know is the Houston Independent Living. That is a good place to contact if that is something that you will need. Of course, the Social Security Administration, if they're going to claim SSI.
Just make sure that you do that with time because that is going to take at least two years to be for all the process to be completed. So make sure that you know if you need information about that at the end of the presentation I will send you an e-mail with the information.
With my information, if you think you will need the contact for the Social Security Administration or the VR or any independent living centers, just.
Send me an e-mail and I'll be glad to send you the information. I don't have any experience in Social Security or all those things, but I can put you in contact with them definitely. So these are things that we have to know that are available in school for our children and for us in.
Our meetings. So next slide and we're going to talk about the education training connections as part of a student transition planning for life after high school, the student and other members.
Of the art committee will probably consider the possibility of more educational training. So that's why we have those organizations that help you to plan this. Now, if you think that your child can stay in school, I'm pretty sure that Cindy can give you more information about.
The the school district, how they work with the programs after graduate, after high school that for are for students with special needs. Sometimes they call it after high school or 18 plus.
Different names, different schools, different school districts. They they call in different ways, but talk to your school district about it, to your art committee and find out who is the person that can give you information about those.
Services. Most of the time the transition specialist will be at the meeting and this person can provide you with more information about.
About what is going to be after high school. There are other things that you must consider after high school if you think your child will attend a college, a Community College or any university.
You have to make sure that you have in contact with the counselor so that way you can create some accommodations for them. I'm not saying that they are going to provide or give them an IP.
But they are going to use accommodations according the 504 program or plan. They have to have some accommodations because they have a condition or they have a disability.
So make sure that you understand that part and also understand how many credits your child has when they graduate. So what are they going to do if they're going to be in, if they're going to go to a college or they are going to start?
Vocational, educational, education and learning trade like some to learn job skills. You have to know all that. Talk to your student. That's why it's important that your child attend those meetings.
Because they can provide the most more information about what they want to do with their time, with their life. It's not only where do you want to see them, they want. They must tell you what they want to do and believe me.
Sometimes they're so surprise you that happened to me with my child, so.
Always try to be hard and get the the better, the best support for your child, because it's important for them to have those supports, not only in school, also when they go to a university, when they go.
To the Community College when they go to train for a job or any specific thing they want to do. Next slide please.
Employment connections. There are many possibilities when you think about having a job. You know it is important for your student to identify the type of job they want to do.
So we have to provide them with the information they need to know the resources, the tools, what is available for them. We have to look on all those areas and try to be the best resource for child.
And talk to them, let them know what is available and see what they want to do. So it's important that we don't have a child that comes out of high school and just to do nothing and stay at home and watch TV and do do those type of things.
It's important that that they continue with their training. So OK, employment connections. We have to consider any area or domain of the student interested is interest.
Or understand the ability on how many resource are available.
Or accommodations for workplace. There's different organizations that have accommodations for for students with special need or for people with special needs.
We have to find out those places and and encourage our child to apply for those jobs because it's important that they can, that they have training all the time. They need to know their abilities, they need to know.
Their condition. You as a parent have to talk to them about what are what they can do, what they cannot do. It's important for them to understand what is going on with them too. So but that is other topic that we can we can talk later.
But to be honest, if your child understand what services we'll need or he or she will need, that will be much better because there's a lot of things that protect our children or.
Everyone in a in a job, in a job. So it's important that they understand all all those things. So next slide.
What is independent living connections? OK, we will, we all want to have to be ourselves and we all want to be and have our own lives. Same thing with our students, same, same thing with them.
So it's important to understand that it's not all the students with disability will need a deep investigation or preparation for independent living in high school. So we have to understand that is something that we have to discuss with this organization.
And help them to find the way the best place for them and and the best education on how to live or be responsible. Consider other other resources.
Such as counselors, people or other parents that have been in this same situation. Talk to your coach, your transition coach at school and they can help you a lot with this transition services.
Next slide.
Life is full of transitions, and one of the most remarkable ones occurs when they get out of high school. See. So review transitions, transition to adulthood.
Services are intend to be prepared for students to move.
To the to to the world that is after high school. So planning is very important. We have to start planning our our our child transition when they turn 14.
Before that, if it's if the art committee, our committee thinks is appropriate, but remember when they are 16, they must participate on those meetings because transitions start at 17 and they must participate in those meetings.
To provide information about what they want to do and of course to take to take responsibilities or to plan the IEP in with the our committee.
For them. So because they have, they must tell the our committee what they want to do after graduation or after high school. OK, next slide.
When a child has a disability, it's extremely important to plan ahead the transition all the time. Everything must be planned ahead. The art committee includes the school, the school.
Professionals, the student, the parents, and other people that are related with your child's education during transition planning.
Never aim too low. Remember, we are going. We will try to make them work or make them to be independent. Don't think that you are or think that you are doing a lot. I mean putting hard things on them because sometimes it's.
Is better. It depends on the student, of course, but you as a parent, you will know what goals you you think he or she will be able to achieve. OK, next slide.
We have these additional resources, of course, Partners Resource Network. We have different trainings for young adults. Actually, we have Google Hangouts every month in the afternoon. I think it's around six or seven.
I have participated in one of those and I believe it's something that your child would like to have because we talked about self-advocacy because for us, for me, I think for you too, self-advocacy is the most important thing that they need to.
Learn when they're little. So make sure that you get that information on our website and participate on those youth hangouts that are awesome. It's it's like.
So it's like it's it's by on Zoom. We get together with our students and they're different ages and they talk about their own things. So I'm pretty sure that's it's something that you would like to to check.
And we have the Department of Education Special Education Program. That is a website where you can get information about laws, about resources and everything regarding special education.
Texas Education Agency, that is one of my favorites because you can you get all the information up today and if something change, if something's different on that website, you will you will get that information and it's a good.
Resource is the rights law. This is also a good resource in case that you want to find information about your rights, your child's or your student's rights. So this is a great place to go. I will send you this information too at the end of the presentation.
So and I think the next slide please and I think it's all we already discussed everything regarding transition, but like I said, this workshop was is designed for parents.
So you think you will need more information. You can participate in our webinars, state webinars in our website. We can. We have a lot of different topics and we invite.
uh good speakers. Some of them are with the Department of Education. Some of them are with TEA, the Texas Education Agency. We have very good professionals on those trainings. So, uh well, thank you for being here. If you have questions,
questions, uh we're gonna be here, so let us know.
