4. Do park on the side of the street to pick-up your child/children the campus dose not have supervision in
the area.

5. If your child/children are designated as a walker that means they are walking home, or you are walking
to campus to pick them up (no car is involved when the student is a walker).

6. If the student is in grade third, fourth and fifth they will walk home, or you can meet them at the stop sign. Do
NOT come to campus.

7. If astudentisin grade, third, fourth and fifth with a sibling in grades Pre-Kindergarten, Kindergarten, First Grade
and Second Grade, they will walk home with the older sibling or you can meet them at the stop sign. Do NOT
come to campus.

8. If yourstudent is in Pre-Kindergarten, Kindergarten, First Grade and Second Grade without an older sibling to

walk home with, you must meet them near to picnic area with your dismissal tag as a form of identification.



9. Do not park in front of the school to walk on campus to pick-up your student. A walker is a student walking
home or the parent walking to pick-up the student.

10. If you drive and park, you will need to make your child a car rider.

11. All car rider parents please follow the traffic flow; do not cut the line; do not block the driveways of our school
neighbors and please be kind!

At the conclusion of the 2021-22 school year, the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) waiver that
allowed all students to receive free meals expired, and beginning in the 2022-23 school year,
breakfast and lunch meals will once again be available for purchase for both students and adults.

Student meal prices have increased by $0.75 for breakfast and $0.25 for lunch due to the increased
cost of production and continuing supply chain issues.

Meal prices will be as follows:

Student Breakfast - $2.00
Elementary Lunch - $2.75
Secondary Lunch - $3.00
Adult Breakfast - $2.50
Adult Lunch - $4.25

All Fort Bend ISD families are encouraged to complete the Free and Reduced-Price Meal application,
which opens on August 1. It can be completed at www.schoolcafe.com/fbisd. Families must complete
an application for each school year.
