This year it is important that we use a common language/ jargon when discussing your writing.  Because we will participate in numerous writer’s workshops, it is expected that you will share your writings with myself, your peers and sometimes third parties like UPSWING.  So that all feedback is clear and actionable, I will use the following terms for feedback on your writing.  You also will be expected to use these terms when asking me questions about your writing, evaluating peers’ writing and when sharing with outside tutors.  You will learn in this PowerPoint not only the meaning of these terms, but the action to take when you see them in your writing feedback. 





Weak Introduction/ thesis

Should you receive this comment it means that the first paragraph of your essay/ thesis are either too vague to let your reader know what the essay is about, or you wrote them before writing your essay, and your essay does not match the intro/ thesis any more.  

The fix: read your essay.  What do you want your reader to learn or think at the end of it?  What did you learn about your topic? Write that as a statement.  If you are answering a question, your intro/ thesis should answer that question.  The thesis should be broad enough that all aspects of your essay are covered, but specific enough that we know what we are about to learn while reading your essay. A good thesis is also debatable.





Good thesis versus bad thesis: 

Drug use is detrimental to society. (too broad)

Illegal drug use is detrimental because it encourages gang violence. (too narrow) 

At least 25 percent of the federal budget should be spent on helping upgrade business to clean technologies, researching renewable energy sources, and planting more trees in order to control or eliminate pollution. (just right)

Weak Transitions: 

If you see this comment it means that your essay reads choppy.  You are jumping around from idea to idea, and not making connections.  A writer can have week transitions between paragraphs or within a paragraph.  Reading an essay with weak transitions is a chore, because lots of information is being thrown at the reader, and he or she is having to figure out how all of the ideas are connected.





The fix: if you have weak transitions between paragraphs. Add a sentence to the end of all body paragraphs that makes the connection between previous ideas and the ideas in the next paragraph. 

Example: transition in black text

Students for years have considered using off periods to supplement their families incomes, or build in time during their day for studies. The downside to choosing an off period would be that a student must sacrifice an elective that might have introduced him or her to a new passion or career.

	my career was introduced to me through one such elective.  After finding that I was not allowed to take an off period, I reluctantly chose an elective. My high school had an onsite daycare, and working there allowed me to do both.  Not only did I find my career path, but my experience helped me get a job at a daycare over the summer, as well as higher pay due to my certification.

Stevenson, Alicia (SA) - 

Weak Conclusion

This term means that the conclusion of your essay needs to be revised.  This could mean one of two actions:

Your essay only repeats what you already said: And in conclusion, that is why I think students should not be allowed to have off periods.

Your conclusion is new information.  Aside from not having off periods, I also don’t think students should be allowed to leave campus for lunch.  Being rushed can lead to risky driving, and risky driving can lead to accidents.

3. You don’t have a conclusion.  You just ran out of time, or did not know what to day.



The fix:  Professor Stevenson likes to see a conclusion that either makes the information personal, or makes a modern day connection.  As students get more flexibility in their high school schedule, it is important for them to remember the purpose of their learning.  Midwestern schools reduced the number of English classes required of their students, but found that those same students were ill prepared to participate in professional communication, such as writing resumes (Smith 12).





Weak support/ textual evidence

Weak support means that you do not have enough research to support/ shape your ideas.  Instead of writing a research paper, you wrote an opinion piece.  Very rarely this means that you chose research that does not support your assertions, or seems off topic.

Weak textual evidence means that you either put in too much or too little of the quote, or that you did not introduce the quote properly.  Textual evidence/ quotes must be introduced or concluded with your own words or ideas.  Please see handout in Schoology for further help, or click on the link to the right. 









Clarity / Awkward Wording

If you receive this remark, you have not spent enough time revising and editing.  You might be missing words, have incorrect grammar that makes your ideas unclear, or have vague diction (pronouns, things, it) that keeps your idea form being clear.  This is a really broad topic, but the fix is easy:

Read aloud your essay to a peer, and ask them to stop you when something does not makes sense.

Submit your essay to Grammerly, plagiarism checker or UPSWING to get it edited.

Look at you reports in Turnitin.com to see where your problem areas lie.

Organization Issue

Though some of the previous terms could fall under this term, when I use this on your work, it means that your essay does not meet the requirements of the assignment.  For example: if you turn in a personal narrative for a compare contrast.  Yes, you may set up your personal narrative as a compare contrast- I was like this freshman year, but totally different senior year.  Nonetheless, the ultimate purpose of your organization is for your reader to get to know you better.  Thus it is a personal narrative. 

Note: to fix this one, you will have to restart your essay entirely.

This term has 2 meanings.  

When analyzing a piece by another author, what did the that author want to convince you of?  How did he or she choose his format, diction (word choice), and information to support his or her thesis?  Every written item has a purpose, and so does every writer.

 So tone is important because that is what reveals how the writer feels about the topic.  If I want you to not like a certain idea, I will use negative diction to describe it. Tone can also mean that you are not getting your point across to your audience.  For example, if your audience is me, and you open your essay with “You’d have to be an idiot to think reducing off periods for seniors is a good idea.”





Theme:

Theme is what we learn about a concept.  For example, the theme of The Crucible might be gossip, but what do we learn about gossip?  We learn that gossip can spread more than rumor, it can spread unhappiness and even cause death.





Characterization: 

The literary tools an author uses to teach us about a fictitious or real person.  There are 5 tools: An acronym, PAIRS, can help you recall the five methods of characterization: physical description, action, inner thoughts, reactions, and speech.





Point of View (POV)

The perspective from which the story is told.  The POV allows you to see the world from someone else’s eyes.  I= 1st Person  Inside someone’s mind- 3rd person (limited)    Inside everyone’s minds= 3rd person (omniscient).

The author chooses this carefully because this is what controls how you feel about the ideas, other characters, etc. 





Setting:

Location, Location, Location!  Where and when your story takes place.  This also functions as an allusion as some places are synonymous with ideas (Texas- big and braggy).





Author’s purpose/ making predictions:

These are intertwined- Every piece of writing is trying to convince the reader of something.   That is the author’s purpose- to make you feel a certain way, or live someone else’s life.  Once you suspect the author’s purpose, you can begin to make predictions along the way about what will happen. 
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Quote Blending (Embedding) Practice
Quotes are useful in writing because they serve to validate your point. Choose your quotes
carefully, however; the best quotes are the ones that if you tried to paraphrase them, they would
lose some of their power.

When using quotes, it is important to incorporate, or ‘“blend” them seamlessly into your own
words within a sentence. Do NOT put quotes alone in a sentence. Instead, introduce them in a
way that they are part of your own sentence.

Blend each of the following quotes seamlessly into a sentence that you create. You may NOT
begin the quote with, “Ford said, °....."””. Be more creative than that!

Example: “I will love the light for it shows me the way. Yet I will endure the darkness
because it shows me the stars.” Og Mandino
This is a Stand Alone quote and points will be deducted.

Blended or Embedded: Even though times may be difficult, it is important to be
positive and “love the light for it shows me the way [while] endur[ing] the darkness
because it shows me the stars” (Mandino 44).

Notice that brackets [ ] were used to show that words were added or changed. You would do
this when the quote as written does not flow well with your sentence. Use brackets if needed to
change or add words and make the sentence flow!

Wrong (Stand Alone quote):

During the Winter Carnival, Finny stands up on the table and dances, even with his cast.

“Tt was his wildest demonstration of himself, of himself in the kind of world he loved; it was his
choreography of peace” (Knowles 128).

Right (Blended or Embedded):

During the Winter Carnival, Finny stands up on the table to dance with the “wildest
demonstration of himself” in order to show the others “his choreography of peace” (Knowles
128).

Wrong (Stand Alone quote):“If you think you can do a thing or think you can’t do a thing,
you're right.” Henry Ford

Right (Blended or Embedded): Students often say they “can’t do a thing”, and they’re right
(Ford). If students “think [they] can do a thing”, they can, but if they “think they can’t” they
will fail. (Ford).

Also notice that I did not use the entire quote. I began the quote mid-sentence of the original.
This is also perfectly OK to do. As long as you maintain the integrity of the quote (convey the
same meaning), you can use whatever part(s) you would like to fit your purpose.
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
