Expectations:

Assignments, Absences, Makeup Work and Tardies:

1. Assignments will be collected at the beginning of the period of the due date.  

2. Late work will be accepted with a 10-point deduction in grade for each day late.
3. If a student is absent for any reason, the work missed should be collected on the day the student returns. I have a hanging organizer at the front of the room where students can collect any papers they need to successfully complete their missing work. Students should also check with their peers AND ask teacher for clarification on the assignments. 

4. If you miss one day, you have one day to complete makeup work. Etc… 

5. If you were present the day before the announced quiz, test, or assignment due date, you are required to make up the test/quiz or turn in the assignment the day you return to school.

6. All students that enter class after the bell will be marked tardy regardless unless the student provides a pass.  

Safety Contract:

My classroom is often a working laboratory. For this reason, each student will receive a safety orientation prior to the first lab activity. All students will be expected to score 100% on a safety quiz prior to using any lab equipment. Also, all secondary students in FBISD must have a signed Safety Contract on file with the school prior to using any lab equipment. Students who violate the safety contract will be removed from the lab but are still responsible for the work! 
Grades:

The district divides all work into only two categories: daily grades (50%) and major grades (50%). Only tests, projects, and extended labs are major grades. Everything else, such as quizzes, class work, and homework are daily grades.
