What is News?
News simply defined, is what people need to know and what is interesting to them-within the bounds of other’s privacy and community standards of taste. 
1. News is unusual: News involves out of the ordinary. Disaster’s, accidents, epidemics are not the usual state of affairs. When something happens that’s not expected to happen, it’s usually news. 

2. News is change: When the state passes a seat belt law, that’s news. When the city hires a police chief, that’s news. Whenever something important changes, the change is likely to be newsworthy. 

3. News has impact: A new law, a drought, or a downturn in the economy, all have impact on the people’s lives. Anything that has a significant effect on people is news. 

4. News is interesting: Sometimes an event doesn’t have much effect on anybody, but it’s interesting in itself. Human-interest stories, stories with drama, stories about things that are ironic or even bizarre, stories that are humorous or entertaining- all may qualify as news. 
5. News is timely: Yesterday’s news is old news, and old news isn’t news unless it relates to current events. News is what’s happening today, what wasn’t known until today, or what takes on a different perspective with today’s information. 

6. News is nearby: The closer an event is, the more likely it will be news, other things being equal. A snowstorm in a neighboring city is news for local papers; a snowstorm in France is unlikely to be.
7. News is information: News is information useful to people in managing their lives, making decisions. What time is an event scheduled? Where is it going to be? What number can people call for help with their tax forms? Such information is news. 

8. News is conflict: People disagree. When disagreements are widespread or when they’re about matters of importance to people, they become news. 
9. News is about people: When people accomplish something, do something wrong, or even when they die, a news story may result. The more prominent the person, the more likely it is that his or her activities will qualify as news. 

10. News is surprising: Whenever something happens unexpectedly, or when something becomes known that no one had known before, it’s likely to be news.
